Committee Proposal: A New ranking system is piloted from summer league starting 17th May 2006.  Matt Sharp explained the need for team captain to input the scorecard full details on the website www.badsquash.co.uk  There was still a need to fill out the manual scorecards in a timely fashion as well for the time being.  Using the results the formula will, after time, be able to rank the players accordingly. The accuracy of this system will improve over time. It has to start somewhere and the summer league seemed a good place to begin. The cooperation of each and every team captain will be required to make this work. Each team captain will have their own username/password to input results. Then the opposing captain will have to approve. Carried in favour, unanimously, to proceed with pilot.
Ladies Squash Reports and Awards – Ruth Drysdale:
 Rank order issues were a concern and it was suggested that this may be helped by submitting any players likely to play with their ranking at the start of season. If anything changes a weeks notice is required to opposing team declaring this. There was significant caution expressed to this proposal and it will be considered by the chairman and league secretaries when the rules are overhauled.
